Every problem must be numbered. Work must be shown for each problem.
Box-in your answer. [ highly recommend using pencil instead of pen because it
will make your homework neater.

These problems will be very similar to ones
found in the homework.

Occasionally, we will do some assignments only in-class and those will count
towards the in-class assignment grade. Most likely these will be assignments given
on Wednesday.

Absent students will not need to make-up guided practice assignments, but
will need to do in-class assignments. Please see me to make those up.
