Required Summer Reading Program Information

In this era of high stakes testing, we want to provide our students with as many opportunities as possible to grow
academically. Reading for understanding and appreciation is a skill, which translates effectively into every academic area.
The purpose of the required summer reading program is to provide students with the opportunity to read a work which is
of interest to them (one that has never been read before and is age/content level appropriate), along with a teacher selected
text of a time-honored classic. We hope to encourage reading for pleasure as well as reading for enlightenment.

Every high school student is required to read two books this summer. A reading log will need to be filled out for both
books documenting them being read. While the reading pace may be chosen by the student, the logs will need to be filled
out as the reading is being done and will also require a parent signature. A four entry journal will need to be filled out for
the student’s choice book, and there will additionally be a 50 question multiple choice test on the teacher’s choice book
during the second week of school. A day of class discussion on the teacher selected book will take place beforehand and
there will also be an optional study guide available for the teacher selected book, should a student want to use it to help
with the reading or the test.
